Teaching French will also provide opportunities for pupils to communicate for practical purposes, learn new ways of thinking and to also open up different paths to learn a multitude
of languages. It is a statutory requirement for languages to be taught at KS2; however, at Inspire, we believe in early language exposure as a method of strengthening our children’s
understanding of languages, in the hope that this ignites an interest in future learning and use of French.
